No qualifying score is needed for the 

U14, U16 or U18 events.

ELIGIBILITY
Entrants must play in their own age
group unless permission has been
obtained from the organiser. This is
based on their age on 31 August 2010.

Adults are encouraged to take 
part in the open section along 
with stronger
junior players.

RATE OF PLAY
The rate of play for all sections will be 
30 minutes per player per game. 
Clocks will be used on all boards, 
assistance will be provided where

needed. All games are expected to be 
completed by 17.00, with the prize-

giving taking place as soon after the 

last round finishes as possible.
